We completed a range of planned sports
outreach programs (feeding schemes,
motivational talks, GBV* focus,
men’s/boy’s initiatives, clean ups etc)

This time we engaged with over 1500
young people doing sport activity,
feeding schemes, makeover projects,
messages of encouragement and sharing
the gospel of Jesus in various schools &
communities around Cape Town and the
Western Cape.

By God’s grace many young people
made a prayerful decision to follow
Jesus. This outreach continues to be at
the heartbeat of Aslan in a manner that
is inclusive and reflects the Father’s
heart. Over 1400 Good News Bibles
were presented bringing God’s Word
into many more homes throughout the
neediest communities of Cape Town and
the Western Cape. Children received
1500 healthy lunch packs and 400 GBV
'Power 2 You Packs' were handed to
women and girls, as Aslan continues to
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campaign against *gender-based
violence.

We are now very excited about
MW2023 which pending final
confirmation will be inked in for the
week of 28™ November or 4" Dec.

ASLAN-HOPE IN SPORT’s academies are
partnerships with local churches who join
us in offering soccer/sport sessions run
each weekend or weekday evening, for
local young people who benefit from
good sport and good influence in a safe,
positive, and encouraging environment.

Each session focuses on a soccer skill, a
related life skill and includes a talk with
Bible based teaching. The session ends
with a match, which gives plenty of
opportunity to put those skills into
practice. Run in partnership with local
churches, led by committed Jesus
followers, and aimed at girls and boys
aged between 6 and 16 vyears, the
academies are building relationships out
into the community, providing positive
role models and the opportunity to hear
‘Good News’ as well as developing good
physical skills.

We are happy to report that so far in
2023 we have launched 4 academies with
4 churches, namely St John’s Church
Wynberg, AFM Pneuma Grassy Park,
Trinity Church Mitchells Plain and St
Paul’s Lavender Hill. Watch this space for
more!
